5. GENERAL DIRECTIONS FOR USE?!

5.1. Instructionsfor use

For use aswood preservative only.

User: Professionals: by brushing and rolling.

Application rate: 200 mL/m2 wood.

The product is ready-to-use and is not to be diluted. Stir thoroughly prior to use.

The temperature during application and drying must be above 5° C and relative humidity below 80%.
Use of top coat isrequired. The top coat cannot be a film- or wood preservative. The top coat should be
maintained.

Drying time: Dry to handle and ready for Top-Coat: ca. 24h.

Cleaning of tools: Mineral spirit.

Store in acool, dry, well-ventilated place. Store in the original container tightly closed. Protect from frost.

5.2. Risk mitigation measures

Wash hands and face after application and use of the product, and before eating, drinking or smoking.

Cover the ground during application and collect any spillage. Do not apply where the product during application
can reach surface waters as e.g. a bridge over pond.

Do not apply near bodies of surface water or in the area of water protection zones.

Do not allow this product to reach aquatic environments, the sewer system or the ground.

Do not use indoors, except for external window frames and external doors.

Do not apply the product to wood or place treated wood in areas where food/feed, food utensils or food
processing surfaces may come into contact with, or be contaminated by the product or treated wood.

Keep away from children during application and drying

subsequent manual processing of the treated wood (glove material to be specified by the authorisation holder
within the product information).

Wood treated with the product shall not be used to produce furniture and play structures.

The person responsible for the placing on the market of an article treated with the product shall ensure that the
label of that treated article provides the information listed in Article 58(3), second subparagraph, of Regulation
(EU) No 528/2012, including a statement from 1 July 2024 onwards that wood treated with the product shall not
be used to produce furniture and play structures.
